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��Ever  been on a cruise?  Those who have board the ship and once at 
sea most have no knowledge of their  location as the ship sails to-
wards it’s destination.  However, dur ing the journey, unbeknownst 
to most aboard, the ship makes many course corrections as it en-
counters winds, tides, currents, weather , and other  obstacles.  That 
which applies to the ship’s journey also applies to planes and even 
travel by car .  There are always obstacles that result in adjusting the 
route.  Even more significantly, this also applies to individuals.      
��Throughout life everyone faces many decisions about their  path in 
life and once chosen make course cor rections as do ships, planes and 
autos in their  journey to arr ive at a given destination or  goal.  There 
are many forks in the road in life’s journey. 
  The same is true for  organizations and clubs.  Our club, SBBS, be-
gan with a specific goal with the purpose being that of (as stated in 
the bylaws)  “ …...providing enter tainment, fellowship, fr iendship 
and other  interests of the members.

Listed below are a few suggestions for  making your  shag dancing 
more fun. 

  I t©s OK for  women to ask men to dance just as it is for  men to ask 
women to dance. 

  

�    Typically it’s good form to accept an invitation to dance, but if you 
don’ t want to dance say so politely. 
  

�    I f someone turns you down, accept it graciously. Ask someone else 
to dance. 
  

�    Lead your  par tner  to the dance floor  by the hand and be sure to 
thank them at the end of the dance. 
  

�    Keep your  opinions about your  par tner ’s dancing to yourself. I t is 
not good form to offer  instruction to someone in a social dance set-
ting. I t could be that you are not doing the step correctly. I f someone 
does ask for  help take them away from the other  dancers. 
  

�    I f you are in a dance class let the instructor  teach. The instructor  
will ask for  your  help if needed. 
  

�    Establish a slot and continue to dance in it. Usually the first couple 
on the dance floor  will establish the slot. 
  

�    Dance small. Don’ t dance all over  the floor . 
  

�    Leaders are responsible for  looking out for  the safety of their  par t-
ners. Keep them out of danger. Be aware of the dancers around you. 
  

�    Bumping into other  dancers is inevitable. Always apologize even if 
it is not your  fault. Make sure no one is hur t. 
  

�    I f you are leading someone with fewer skills, dance to their  skill 
level. Don’ t showboat. 
  

�    I f you must give verbal leads do so quietly so only your  par tner  
hears you. 
  

�    I f you are not dancing, stay off the dance floor . Move off the floor  
to carry on a conversation. 
  

�    Don’ t take beverages onto the dance floor . 
 

�   Pay attention to the beat of the music. Being able to count does not 
mean you are on beat.
